CARE AND MAINTENANCE OF CABINETRY
Standard Finish 
Clean the cabinetry as needed with a lint-free cloth dampened with mild soap and water. Dry thoroughly and immediately. 
Occasionally clean with either “FLAXSOAP®”, MURPHY’S OIL SOAP®” OR CABINET MAGIC®.” Simply follow the directions of the respective manufacturer. 
DO NOT USE SUCH PRODUCTS AS “Old English”, “Pledge”, “Endust,” or any wax products. The wax used in these products has a chemical reaction to the finish on the cabinetry, making it impossible to repair or touch up. 

Dull Rub/Hand Rub Finish 
Clean the cabinetry as needed with a lint-free cloth dampened with mild soap and water. Dry thoroughly and immediately. 
If further cleaning is necessary, use only ¼ cup vinegar to one (1) gallon of water with a lint-free cloth. Dry thoroughly and immediately. 
Do NOT use “FLAXSOAP®”, MURPHY’S OIL SOAP®” OR CABINET MAGIC® on the dull rub/hand rub finish. These and other products will shine the appearance of the dull (hand) rub surfaces, resulting in sheen on the cabinetry instead of the dull appearance. 
Painted cabinetry
Clean the cabinetry as needed with a lint-free cloth dampened with mild soap and water. Dry thoroughly and immediately.
General Cleaning Notes
Make sure to wipe dry any spills, splashes, or dripping as they occur, always keep the surface of your cabinetry dry.

Do not use any abrasive towels, rags, or powdered cleaners as these may scratch or penetrate the surface, thus allowing moisture to penetrate and deteriorate the finish. 


Do not use a dishcloth to clean or dry cabinet exteriors. It may contain remnants of detergents and grease.

Do not use harsh detergents, strong soap, abrasive cleaners, or self-polishing waxes. All of these items can remove the cabinets’ factory-applied finish. 
When you purchase cabinetry from Colonial Kitchen & Bath Cabinetry, we choose only the finest in raw materials. Colonial Kitchen & Bath Cabinetry only purchases “select and better” lumber from our mills. There are seven different wood species available to choose. Please take a moment to educate yourself on the different species available. 

· Silver Maple: Off white to light gray in color. Silver maple is moderately heavy, hard, strong and stiff. Dark finishes will vary depending on grain orientation of curl (light to dark absorption). This wood stains very well and may make apparent some natural characteristics of the wood such as curling and striping all of which make this Colonial Kitchen & Bath Cabinetry most popular wood species. 

· Cherry: Pink to reddish brown to deep red in color. Cherry is an elegant, multi-colored hardwood, which may contain small knots and pin holes. Natural or light stains accent these color variations making a distinctive statement in a full kitchen. Cherry wood will darken or “mellow” with age. This mellowing is a natural occurrence and the benefit of owning a solid cherry kitchen. 

· Red Oak: Red oak is a straight-grained hardwood with a coarse texture and a pinkish-red hue. The texture of the wood varies according to the rate of growth. Red Oak is a strong wood used for its natural beauty of open grain, mineral streaks, wormholes, and knots, which are all considered as the fingerprints of nature. 

· Birch: The appearance of the wood will vary between species, but generally the sap wood is creamy white and the heart stock, golden brown. A straight-grained wood with fine even texture. Birch is heavy and very strong. Color variations, knots, bird’s eyes, and wormholes are examples of it beauty. 

· Pine: Off-white to yellow to orange brown in color. Pine is a naturally soft wood enhanced by knots that are found throughout its grain. 

· Walnut: Heartwood ranges from a deep, rich dark brown to a purplish black. Sapwood is nearly white to tan. Difference between heartwood and sapwood color is great. Grain is mostly straight and open, but some boards have burled or curly grain. Arrangement of pores is similar to 
· hickories, but pores are smaller in size. Great variety of color and figure within species, as well as variation in color among boards. In time, there will be a natural change in color from the original color. Depending on the light of each individual area, color change will vary. 

· Hickory: Tan to reddish brown heartwood, cream to yellowish sapwood (variable mixture of heart and sap). Hickory is very hard, dense, and heavy. The main characteristic of hickory is its wide color variation. This is commonly known as a “Zebra-stripe” effect. Knots and wormholes bring additional life to this closed grain wood species. Very large shrinkage during seasoning also. 
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
